Your cabinet normally requires minimal maintenance; however, to remove marks
and enhance the surface, wipe down with a gentle all-purpose cleanser. DO NOT
use ammonia-based, harsh, or abrasive cleaning agents. Wipe dry immediately.

Memory Presets:

1. Using the A\ and W keys, adjust the height of the table to your liking.

2. Press and hold the “1" button for 5 seconds. A beep will sound, and the LED Screen will display “S-1." Your preset table
height is now saved.

3. Repeat for remaining presets as desired.

Reset Function: If the table is malfunctioning or an error code appears, you may need to reset the controls.

1. Press and hold the “3" and “4" keys together for 5 seconds.

2. The LED Screen will display “RST.” Press and hold the W key until the table reaches its lowest point and rebounds slightly.
3. The LED Screen will display “BOT" indicating that the table has been moved to its lowest position and controls have been
successfully reset.

Anti-Collision Sensitivity Adjustment: Your table is designed to rebound immediately if it encounters an obstacle while
raising or lowering. If your table stops unexpectedly without coming into contact with an obstacle, or if it does not stop
when coming into contact with another object, the anti-collision sensitivity level may need to be changed.
1. Press and hold the 4\ and W keys together for 5 seconds.
2. There are 4 sensitivity levels:
A-0 = OFF
A-1=Low Sensitivity
A-2 = Medium Sensitivity
A-3 = High Sensitivity
3. Repeat holding down the 4 and W keys for 5 seconds to move through the sensitivity settings.
